
Privacy Policy 

This privacy policy sets out how Zoom Answer Call uses and protects any information that you give to Zoom 

Answer Call when you use this website. 

Zoom Answer Call is committed to ensuring that your privacy is protected. Should we ask you to provide 

certain information by which you can be identified when using this website, and then you can be assured that 

it will only be used in accordance with this privacy statement. 

For the purposes of the General Data Protection Regulation 2016 and the Data Protection Act 2018 and the 

regulations made under them (the DP Law), the data controller is Zoom Answer Call, the Customer is the data 

processor in relation to personal data as defined in the GDPR (“Personal Data”). 

 

Information we collect from you 

We will collect and process the following data about you: 

Information you give us. This is information about you that you give us by filling in forms on our site 

http://www.zoomuk.co.uk  (our site) or by corresponding with us by phone, e-mail or otherwise. It includes 

information you provide enquire about our services, subscribe to our service. 

The information you give us may include your name, address, e-mail address and phone number or other 

factual information about your business, which is relevant to our services. 

Information we collect about you. With regard to each of your visits to our site we will automatically collect 

the following information: 

Technical information, including the Internet protocol (IP) address used to connect your computer to the 

Internet, browser type and version, time zone setting, browser plug-in types and versions, operating system 

and platform. 

Information about your visit, including the full Uniform Resource Locators (URL), clickstream to, through and 

from our site (including date and time), products you viewed or searched for' page response times, download 

errors, length of visits to certain pages, page interaction information (such as scrolling, clicks, and mouse-

overs), methods used to browse away from the page, and any phone number used to call our customer service 

number. 

What we do with the information we gather.  We require this information to understand your requirements 

and provide you with a better service, and in particular for the following reasons: 

• Internal record keeping 

• We may use the information to improve our services 

• We may periodically send promotional emails about new services, company updates and changes or 

other information which we think you may find interesting using the email address which you have 

provided to customise the website according to your interests 

• To carry out our obligations arising from any contract entered into between you and us and to 

provide you with the information, products and services that you request from us; 

 



How long we will hold the information.  We will hold the information for the processing of any information 

required for any contract we have with you and for a reasonable period thereafter. We will review the 

information held on a periodic basis and delete information which we assess will no longer be required for any 

future dealings between you and us. 

Security.  We are committed to ensuring that your information is secure. In order to prevent unauthorised 

access or disclosure, we have put in place suitable procedures to safeguard and secure the information we 

collect online. 

Cookies.  Our website uses cookies to distinguish you from other users of our website. This helps us to provide 

you with a good experience when you browse our website and also allows us to improve our site.

Uses made of the information.  We use information held about you in the following ways: 

Information you give to us. We will use this information: 

• To carry out our obligations arising from any contract entered into between you and us and to 

provide you with the information, products and services that you request from us; 

• To provide you with information about other services we offer that are similar to those that you have 

already purchased or enquired about; 

• To notify you about changes to our products or services; 

• To ensure that content from our site is presented in the most effective manner for you and for your 

computer. 

Disclosure of your information.  You agree that we have the right to share your personal information with: 

Selected third parties including: 

• Business partners, suppliers and sub-contractors for the performance of any contract we enter into 

with them or you; 

• Analytics and search engine providers that assist us in the improvement and optimization of our site; 



• Credit reference agencies for the purpose of assessing your credit score where this is a condition of us 

entering into a contract with you. 

Access to information and Rectification.  The DP Law gives you the right to access information held about you.

The DP Law also gives you the right to require your personal data held by us to be rectified if it is inaccurate or 

incomplete. Your right of access can be exercised in accordance with procedures stated in the DP Law.

Cookie Policy.  A cookie is a small file which asks permission to be placed on your computer's hard drive. Once 

you agree, the file is added and the cookie helps analyse web traffic or lets us know when you visit a particular 

site. Cookies allow web applications to respond to you as an individual. The web application can tailor its 

operations to your needs, likes and dislikes by gathering and remembering information about your 

preferences. 

We use traffic log cookies to identify which pages are being used. This helps us analyse data about web page 

traffic and improve our website in order to tailor it to customer needs.
